Competences and learning outcomes
1. Aims, outcomes and content
1.1 What are the intended outcomes of the programme (please specify which are subject-related and which are generic competences)?

1.1. The Bologna system was adopted in Hungary, in 2006, and since that time the University of Miskolc became part of this new degree structure as well. Our BA and MA programmes are accreditsed according to the requirements of the Bologna system. The BA students begin their first cycle in the academic year 2006-2007 and beginning in 2009 we will launch our MA programmes. In the History Department we accreditsed two different types of MA programmes: one for history teachers (5 semesters) and the other for researchers (4 semesters). Higher education in History is standardized in Hungary both in the number of semesters and credits points in order to facilitate mobility between higher education institutions. For a B.A. degree, the University of Miskolc has tracks in three subject areas.  This means that Miskolc University is the only university, besides the Eötvös Loránd University (Budapest), in Hungary with BA programmes in Archaeology, Archives and Museum Studies. In addition, some specializations — Industrial Heritage Studies, Comparative World History and Hungarian Social History (19th-20th centuries) — were accreditsed and this reflects the research profile of our Department and makes our education program unique. 

First Cycle, BA level

BA Programme

The BA programme has dual learning outcomes: to give a marketable diploma for those who finish their university career and a solid general knowledge for those who will continue their studies in the second cycle.
To finish the undergraduate History programme, 180 credits are required.  The credits are composed of 120 credits of basic history knowledge plus 50 credits from a freely chosen track, specialization or minor. Our tracks of 50 credits: Museum Studies, Archive Studies. Our specializations of 50 credits: Industrial Heritage Studies, Comparative World History, Hungarian Social History (19th-20th Centuries). The Archaeology track has 90 credits from History.

BA Programme Subject Comptences and the Aim of the Programme

The aim of the programme is to provide students solid general knowledge of Hungarian, European and World History based on up-to-date historical informations, knowledge of auxiliary sciences, Archaeology, Archives and Museum Studies and the ability to work autonomously. Critical and self-critical abilities: ability to think in scientific, social and political terms, pose problems, collect datas, analyse them and propose findings.  

The programme makes students suitable to continue their sudies in the second cycle. 

The BA graduates can demonstrate the following general competencies:

· work autonomously, and ability to gather datas and analyze them

· written and oral skills: ability to communicate (write and speak) correctly in Hungarian language in a formal and scientific way and the ability to make presentations 

· critical analyses of information and problem solving

· ability to place events and structures in historical perspectives

· ability to give critical, narrative form to visual signs (maps, diagrams, tables, databases, visual texts, texts articulated by icons, ets.)

· knowledge of foreign languages and computer skills

· ability to work with others 

· ethical attitude

· they learn that history can not be used for policy

Employability:

· BA students at archeology track can work at excavations and generate documentation under the guidance of an archeologist

The first level diploma with specializations and subject tracks has a strong value in the labor market so they may gain employment or our students can continue their MA studies in the History Department. For history teachers, a minor (50 credits) in other subjects is required.
Second Cycle, MA level

MA programme for history teachers – History Teacher Education (History Unit)
The aim of the program is to provide highly qualified teachers for public and private education who understand modern society, have deep knowledge of history and are demanding in their own work. Besides history, they must have deep knowledge of pedagogy, psychology and teaching methods. 

The credits system of the programme: 150 credits in 5 semesters – 40 credits in history subjetc moduls, 40 credits in the second teaching subject, 40 credits in pedagogical studies and psychological modules, 30 credits in teaching practice.

Historical Research M.A. programme 

This programme provides advanced conceptual, theoretical and technical skills necessary for researchers in history. They are adequate for researching in?

Graduates can critically examine problems of historical theory and practice, with emphasis on debates on topics such as: narrative and history; objectivity and relativism in history; causation; history and other disciplines; social history; cultural history; postmodernism and new directions in historical research and writing.

Subject specific competencies of the programme

The programme aims to improve students’ practical and intellectual grasp of research processes, their ability to conceptualize and engage with historical problems, and to enlarge their understanding of the historical and historiographical context within which their own research set. Students are also strongly encouraged to develop their reading knowledge of at least one European language other than Hungarian.

Graduates are encouraged to develop:

· an understanding of the problems and processes of certain historical periods 

· a knowledge of the methods of reading and analyzing primary sources 

· a knowledge of historiography and problem solving techniques for historical research and scientific work

· clear conceptual thinking
Graduates are able to:

· research certain historical periods, to publish, to contribute to general cultural education, (popular lectures and  writings for general public)

· apply knowledge in practical situations 

· develop their professional knowledge of at least one foreign language beyond Hungarian.

· generate new ideas, to search for, process and analyze information from a variety of sources (electronic, written, archival, oral), to make reasoned decisions, and to communicate the results of the research to non-experts

· to pose problems, think in scientific way, gather data, analyze them and propose findings

The courses contain lectures, seminars or exercises. Some tracks have off-campus exercises which are exactly defined in credits numbers and working hours.

History Teacher Education M.A. programme
The requirements and learning outcomes of the programme are regulated by the Hungarian Law on Higher Education and by the Programme requirements act number: 15/2006. (IV.3.) EM (Decree on the Qualification and Outcome Requirements of BA/BSc and MA/MSc degrees).
For students the requirements are clearly defined and the credits numbers are given. The curriculum includes, semester by semester, the compulsory subjects to be taken, compulsory electives, and those electives to be chosen by the student. The courses contain lectures, seminars or exercises. Some tracks have off-campus exercises which are exactly defined in credits numbers and working hours.

Historical Research M.A. programme

For students the requirements are clearly defined and the credits numbers are given. The courses contain lectures, seminars or exercises. Some tracks have off-campus exercises which are exactly defined in credits numbers and working hours.

1.2.b) 
The curriculum is available in printed form for all students. They receive it at the registration.  It is posted in the school newspaper and it can be found on the website of the History Department as well. In addition, all first year students are verbally informed of the degree and foreign language requirements. The current semester’s timetable is published on the website of the History Department and in the school newspaper. Course registration is through an automated system called Neptune.
1.3 To what extent are the intended learning outcomes for the programme designed to reflect the aims of the programme, and also the progression within the programme taking into account the abilities of the students at entry? 

The requirements and learning outcomes of BA and MA (History Teacher Education MA and Historical Research MA) programmes are regulated by an act and the accreditsed course curriculum is harmonized with that law. Therefore the learning outcomes are regulated, well-defined, and reflect the goals of the programme and ensure students’ academic progress. As higher education is turning into mass education, inevitably, entering students are not equally prepared, so we have remedial courses for them prepare for university work. 

1.4 How far are the curricular content and design informed by recent developments in techniques of teaching and learning, by current research and scholarship, and by any changes in relevant occupational and professional requirements?

All members of the teaching staff have Ph.D. degrees, are recognized researchers, and they publish regularly with the most current scientific methods. In the curricula, there are classical courses from political history but the emphasis is on social history, economical history, cultural history, intellectual history, historiography, etc., for both the B.A. and M.A. levels. Diploma seminars and research methodology seminars provide an opportunity for students to practice the research and to understand the theoretical and methodological requirements. The curriculums of the 3 tracks of the B.A. programme (Archaeology, Archives Studies and Museum Studies) require compulsory practice seminars in public collections. The exam requirements contain the list of compulsory and recommended up-to-date bibliographies. 

For the History Teacher Education M.A. programme, besides the scientific knowledge, it is at least equally important to learn the latest teaching methods. The courses on Pedagogical methods of teaching history I–II–III serves this function. These courses are taught at the Institute of History. The Teacher Training Institute of the Faculty is responsible for the courses in pedagogical and psychological modules. The History Teacher M.A. programme contains compulsory teaching practice, 25 lessons of class work and 15 lessons in teaching practice. The courses of teaching practice are related and are organized for one semester containing 150 working hours (for the other minor or major it is also 150 working hours).

b.) Course units which can be chosen by the student from a predefined list
The programme is constructed chronologically; each historical period (prehistory, ancient history, medieval history, early modern history, modern history, and contemporary history) is represented and divided into lectures and seminars, and within one period the courses are taught by more than one professor. The compliance of lecture and seminar is compulsory but the course is chosen by the student. From one historical period two Hungarian and two world history courses are compulsory. Lecture: 3, seminar: 2 credits.
c.) . Freely chosen course units from a predifened list
BA student can freely choose 10 from the 180 credits.   MA (History teaching): there is only one optional subject from the total of 40 ECTS credits. Lecture: 3, seminar: 2 credits. The other MA History programme (History for researchers) offers two optional subjects. Lecture: 4, seminar: 3 credits,in total 6 or 8 credits.  
d.) . Final thesis

It is compulsory to take final thesis seminar for two semesters, it has in total 4 credits. 

MA

In disciplinary MA programme (History researchers) the value of master’s thesis is 20 credits. History Teaching MA students must prepare a portfolio that includes the teaching methods of a topic.

Foreign languages

BA

A foreign language exam, at least at B2 level, is History degree requirement. University of Miskolc has a Foreign Language Education Center where students, for free, for two semesters, 2 hours twice a week, can study languages. In addition it is possible to have optional language seminars (3 credits, Foreign language – language of the sources). Latin is compulsory for 2 semesters. Besides this, as optional course, students can choose a Reading seminar in foreign language, 

MA (History Teacher)

As optional course, students can choose a Reading seminar in foreign language, in addition it is possible to have optional language seminars (Foreign language – language of the sources). They can study foreign language at Foreign Language Education Center but it is not free for them.  

MA (History Researchers)

There is a great emphasis on Reading seminars in foreign languages (3 credits per seminar), in addition they have Foreign language – language of the sources for two semesters (2x3 credits) and they can choose seminars in foreign language as optional subject.

2.1 To what extent is the programme characterised by progression?
2.1 As Bologna system was introduced in Hungary, the earlier structure of the education and the curriculum has changed. The first part of the subject matter became more general, however specific disciplines and skills were related to it. The MA programme is more suitable to the scientific and certain history subject requirements, so it can give deeper understanding. The programmes built on each other (BA, MA, PhD). At BA level can be found interdisciplinary orientation. This new, 3 years basic training has changed the educational approach, it is more practice oriented and it makes necessary to introduce new curriculum. Progressivity mostly can be measured in continuous renewal.

2.2 To what extent does the content of the programme reflect breadth and depth in relation to the discipline?
2.2 The sample curriculum reflects the diversity of history (as a science). On the one hand, the programmes are chronologically organized (from prehistory to 20th century) and reflect the traditional historical periodization, on the other hand, reflect the fields of history, such as  economic history, social history, cultural history, church history. According to the Hungarian academic traditions seminars and lectures of Hungarian and world history are announced. 

2.3 How do you ensure that students acquire subject related competences?
2.3. The subject competences are acquired on lectures and seminars.  Lecture is a broad introduction to the subject, to the most important theories with suggestions for up to date further reading. Sometimes there is an opportunity to put questions at the end of the session. 

Seminar is an interactive, in-depth discussion of a certain subject. A small group of students (10-15 persons) work together.  One student give an oral presentation, it is followed by group discussion which is moderated by the professor.  Many cases the topic dealt with in the preceding lecture. Seminars are suitable to develop the use of methodology (BA: Bibliography and Essay Writing , Final Thesis Seminar, MA: Research Seminar and Master’s Thesis Seminar)

2.4 How does the programme encourage students to participate in project work which promotes independent student learning and research skills?
2.4  Students make individual project work in seminars, they write seminar papers and at the end of the programme the final thesis. These works are conducted and supervised by academic staff members. Talented students can participate in a national competition (Hungarian Scientific Student Conference) organized for university students. The outstanding works can be published and we motivate our students to continue there studies at doctoral level. 

2.5 How are students expected to develop their generic competences (such as a capacity to learn, a capacity for analysis and syntheses, communicative skills etc.; see Annex  4 for the TUNING project list of skills and competences) throughout their programme?2.5 Subject specific competencies for history students are:

· orientation in time and space

· capacity for analysis and synthesis

· problem solving capacity

· ability to communicate effectively (oral and written skills)

· communicate in foreign language 

· to know historiographical tradition and the present day historiographical debate

· appreciation of diversity and multiculturalism

Seminar paper writing is suitable for developing the communication skills and the capacity for analysis and synthesis. (for BA students the Bibliography and Essay Writing seminar as well). It is a requirement to make presentations, portfolios, write papers. 

It is very important to read historiographical texts in foreign languages (explained above).

3.1. Answers to the question 3.1 are explained in text

Lectures

BA 

The aim of lecture is to provide comprehensive knowledge from the prehistoric period to the present day, to acquire sufficient awarness of the historical processes, events, economy, social and cultural conditions. Lectures conclude with end-term examinations, it could be a written or oral exam. Oral exams are more suitable to test student’s compatencies, communication skills. 

MA

Lectures are most specialized according to the different fields as social history, military history (from ancient time to 20th century) or Early modern history. Oral or written end-term examination.   

Seminars
BA

Seminars focus on to use and develop history subject competences. Students learn basic methodology, how to use sources,  a critical approach, and be able to illustrate and explain his or her own findings about a certain topic. Attandance is compulsory, individual project work is emphasized. 

Way of assessment: assessment of seminar paper and the presentation, assessment of participation in group discussions.

MA 

Similar to BA level. The seminar paper is more source-orientated and the use of international bibliography is basic. To be critical and self-critical and problem-solving is more expected. 

Individual work 

Many times individual project work takes place outside the curriculum, like papers for the Scientific Student Conference. Seminar papers, final thesis are part of individual work as well. The Research seminars (BA and MA level) are built on individual work. 

Professional practice seminar

BA Professional Practice is required for three tracks: Archaeology, Museum Studies and Archival Studies. Practice seminars are held in public collections, in museums, archives and at excavations. 

MA Professional Practice seminar is required for Military History track at the Military Museum and the Military Archives of Budapest. 

School practice is part of the history teacher’s training. Students are led by an experienced, practising teacher: 25 hours classroom experience plus 15 hours teaching experience, plus one semester continuous teaching experience at a secondary school. Here the student teaches and will integrate into the life of the school (school study tours, free time management, parents’ meeting, etc.)  

Language and computer: 

BA

A foreign language exam at least at B2 level is History degree requirement. University of Miskolc has a Foreign Language Education Center where students, for free, for two semesters, 2 hours twice a week, can study languages. In addition it is possible to have optional language seminars (3 credits, Foreign language-language of the sources). Latin is compulsory for 2 semesters. Besides this as optional course students can choos a Reading seminar in foreign language, 
MA (History teaching)

As optional course students can choose a Reading seminar in foreign language, in addition it is possible to have optional language seminars (Foreign language-language of the sources). They can study foreign language at Foreign Language Education Center but it is not free for them.  
MA (History Researchers)

There is a great emphasis on Reading seminars in foreign languages (3 credits per seminar), in addition they have Foreign language-language of the source for two semesters (2x3 credits) and they can choose seminars in foreign language as optional subject.

Computer

BA – Informatic Methods for Historians (2 cerdits)

MA – (History Researchers) – Informatics (3 credits)

3.2 To what extent are students involved in planning teaching and learning strategies and developments in the learning context?

The representation of student’s interests in higher education is regulated by the Hungarian Higher Education Act. One third of the members of the university and faculty committees and councils are students, except the Education Committees where 50% of the members are students. Student’ s rights and requirements are regulated by the Higher Education Act and by the Student Requirements of the university and Faculty. Sample curriculum, timetable, selection of bibliography are not student’s competencies but in any other matters they have the right to consent.

Every two years students have to evaluate teacher’s achievement, hence we have feedback about their satisfaction. The student-centered education is typical at the uNiversity of Miskolc and at the History Institute.

3.3 How do you assess whether the teaching and learning methods enable students to achieve the intended learning outcomes?
3.3 BA: All first year students are assessed in order to be familiar with their knowledge of history. It allows plan the teaching process and to some extent we have to accommodate to their level of knowledge. We integrated to the curriculum a relatively new, remedial course to help students to continue their university studies to a satisfactory standard. Learning History seminar is a remedial course, it is for two semesters and it is compulsory. At the end of the first year we assess again the level of knowledge, to learn whether the realignment was successful and students became fit to proceed. We continuously measure the level of knowledge on lectures and seminars and at the end of the 6th semester there is the final examination where they can prove were able to acquire the objectives, knowledge and competences.  

The final examination consists of two parts, a written and an oral exam. The written part is suitable for measuring lexical knowledge and the oral part for creativity, ability of analyzing and synthesizing, communication and presentation skills. Besides the examination students are required to write a final thesis to measure the ability for independent thinking synthesis and communication skills in written. 

MA: MA students already have a diploma, take entrance examination so their level of knowledge is known for us. On lectures and seminars we continuously measure them. At the end of their studies they have a final examination, similar to the BA but it is at a higher level.

5. Relationship between teaching and research
5.1 How do you encourage research-led teaching? 
5.1. All members of the academic staff have a scientific degree and they publish regularly. The professor’s research results are incorporated in their teaching. In general, student’s scientific works are written in the same research field of their consultant in order to be able to assist the most possible. Some of our professors write textbook which is the best example of the unity of teaching and researching. Research is integrated in the classroom work

5.2 How do you ensure staff remain research active?
5.2 The current Higher Education Act and the University Employment Requirements prescribe 10-12 classes per week, it is compulsory. Besides, there is the administrative work for academic staff members, and the research. The University and the Institute support the applications for various fellowships, the sabbatical year is suitable for writing books, the habilitation or the academical doctor thesis.  At the end of each academic year the academic staff members undergo an assessment, their publishing activity is measured. For the academic career (teaching assistant – assistant professor - associate professor - full professor) the research work is essential.

B.

1.1 Describe the means used for quality assurance (QA).
1.1 The aim of the History Institute of the Faculty of Arts is to provide quality in education, at both (BA and MA) level. Our goal at BA level is to give an appropriate knowledge to our students to continue their studies at MA level and those who do not wish to continue their studies to have a  marketable diploma. At MA level we wish to deep our student’s knowledge to become highly qualified teachers and researchers. Students may continue their studies at doctoral schools or start their professional or academic career at academic institutes, museums, archives or universities. 

 Another aim is to become the central educational institution in the region – it is more or less completed. Besides the academic and research tasks the History Institute has important educational function in the region, especially in the secondary schools. 

2. Process 

2.1 How are quality assurance aspects of the programme organised and monitored in respect of: 

• the capacity of the programme in the light of developing knowledge in the discipline and practise in its application;

• ensuring that any shortcomings are remedied

Students and professors

2.1 The quality assurance in higher education, in 20th and 21st centuries, has become as important as it is in the industry, from where the method was adopted. The quality assurance in higher education has different aspects: to provide high quality education for students and at the same time the academic staff members themselves must be highly qualified researchers. High quality in education does not exist without the integration of education and research. We do everything possible to support our colleague’s academic career, publishing activity. However the outstanding research habit is no longer sufficient to allow someone to become an excellent professor. To teach in mass higher education needs not only professional but also methodological preparation and ongoing professional renewal. The accomplishment of the academic staff is evaluated every year: number and quality of taught courses, participation in conferences, number of publications, etc. 

Another aspect of quality assurance is when students evaluate the academic staff. We try to learn from these assessments and where necessary make changes. 

We try to the increase the number of books of the library of History Institute, we order the most important Hungarian an international journals which are essential fur students and professors. Simultaneously in the Library of the University different databases are available for our students.

2.2 
a.) any reports from accrediting or other external bodies
The accreditation (central body is the Hungarian Accreditation Committee) is the most important external evaluation in Hungary. Every seven years the University and every four years the  History Institute are controlled by the Accreditation Committee.
b.) staff and student feedback 
According to the quality standards at least every second year the students and professors evaluate the education. This is an online system, it is called Ewasys. Besides this the academic staff is evaluated every year, number and quality of taught courses, participation in conferences, number of publications, etc. and their work in the interest of the Institute.
c.) feedback from former students and their employees
In recent years we started to establish the so called ALUMNI system which is part of the Graduate Tracking System (GCTS) but the datas are collecting and storing centrally, at university level. In 2012 the Faculty of Arts and the History Institute will be established 20 years ago. 

Three members of the Institute staff graduated at the University of Miskolc, at our Faculty and Institute. One of them is an associate professor, the others are assistant professor and teaching assistant. We hope that one of our former student from 1st of September will strengthen the History Institute. 

Some of our former students work in museums, archives, many of them are teachers and of course there are some who changed their career. 
d.) professional organisations, labour market representatives or discipline associations
The History Institute has close connection with the representatives of the labour market and professional organizations, as a result many graduated students have jobs at these institutions. We have some feedbacks so we can measure the satisfaction of the labour market. We have a cooperation agreement with the County Archives (the director of the Archives is our former student and two staff members of it graduated at our Faculty). The Archive conducts the archival practice courses for our students (Archives Studies Track). We also signed a contract with Herman Ottó Musem, Miskolc, several former students work there. Museum practice course for Archaeology and Museum StudiesTrack students is held there. 
e.) student progress information
We have several information on student progress. There are academic standards of the Graduate Tracking System (GCTS, it helps us to follow our students career. Some of them work on academic field in the city, in the county or in the region, and some of them in other parts of the country, in museums, archives or at universities, colleges or at the  Institute of History (Hungarian Academy of Sciences), Budapest. Many former students teach at educational institutions and there are many of them who are successful at the national or regional mass media, at  the human resource department of multinational companies,  etc. At each field they can use their good communication, problem-solving, and presentation skills. 

Additional informations about the student progress are the successfully defended PhD thesis.
f.) other 
According to the Hungarian laws, the History Institute is regularly controlled by the Hungarian Accreditation Committee; they investigate the structure and quality of the education, the technical requirements and the human resources. Last time the accreditation qualification was: excellent. Next time in 2012 will visit the Accreditation Committee our Institute
2.3 Is the responsibility for quality assurance clearly placed within the organisation? - If so, describe how and where
2.3 The University of Miskolc has a university Quality Assurance Committee, chaired by the  Vice-Rector for Research, the members are the vice-deans for research. In addition every Faculty has a Quality Assurance Committee, all the Institutes are represented in the Committee. The role of the Committee is to determine the basic tasks, monitoring the progress and effectivness. 

2.4 To whom is the quality assurance strategy available?
2.4 A written version of the quality assurance strategy can be found in Dean's office which is available for the academic staff and it is published at the Faculty Council meeting and at the meeting of the academic staff of the Faculty, held at least once a year.
2.5 How are students and teaching staff involved in discussing improvements in programme quality? 

2.5 The sample curricula and the timetables are based on the accreditation prescriptions, these materials are published for students, but the curricula is regulated by law, by the goverment and by the Training and Output Requirements, so the students have no direct influence on it. The university and faculty committees participate in the education planning process, one third of the committee members are students and they have the right to comment and consent. Half of the members of the Education Committees of the University and the Faculty are students. Students indirectly participate in the process and they express their opinion about the quality of education.  

The academic staff is involved by the preparation of accrediting materials, course descriptions. The periodic review of accreditation materials, updating and improving them, is made at the meeting of the academic staff of the Institute.
3. Results 

3.1 To what extent are results of evaluations (e.g. programme, course evaluations, other) documented and disseminated to teaching staff and students?

3.1 In previous years student evaluations, course evaluations were done with a paper form, these can be found in the Dean’s Office at the Faculty of Arts. Two years ago we changed to online system. The online evaluations are collected and stored by the University. The colleagues are informed about the result of the evaluations on different forums like at the Faculty meeting of the academic staff, at the Faculty Council, at meeting of the Institute, meeting for quality assurance, etc. We inform the students through the Student Union.
3.2 Describe how the quality assurance mechanisms have resulted in improvement and changes to the programme and courses (provide examples).

3.2 The overall experience of the course evaluation is that the old academic methodologies in these days are less effective. The frontal presentation is no longer sufficient, it is necessary to use other devices as well. We often use maps, Power Point presentations, and if the subject requires, films. The surveys prove that it is more difficult to arouse and maintain student’s interest in long run only by excellent frontal lectures. The seminars are interactive, besides the group work the presentation has the major role.  It can be said that professionalism is basic but not enough for quality teaching.

In mass higher education less qualified students start their university career. Therefore we added in the curricula a new course (for 2 semesters) Learning History. The positive impact of the seminar is perceived and the students more easily can continue their studies from the second year.

The objective of the course is to introduce students to the methodology of the interpretation of texts and other information sources about history, and through this, to the methodology of studying history. Students learn how academic libraries operate, and what the different types of historical information sources and the different techniques of data collection and processing are. They are also familiarised with the basic types of the primary sources of history and the major rules and techniques of source analysis. In the classes, students learn to distinguish between data and interpretations recognising that the data themselves are human constructions which need verification. Through practical exercises, they learn that from different viewpoints, historical facts may be interpreted in different ways. Supplementing the practical class in Bibliography, the course focusses on the appropriate use of historical textbooks (comprehensive works, lexicons, chronologies, atlases).

The course presents the history of world and Hungarian historiography from the ancient periods through the historiography of the Middle Ages, the Renaissance and the enlightenment to the nation-centred historical science of the 19th century (historism, positivism) and to the attempts at its renewal in the 20th century (sociology, French historiography). The topics are discussed from the aspect how political matters – particularly, the assumption of the state or collective sovereignty – and the scientific aspect of history are correlated. It is investigated how the historical element (periodisation, the concept of time of antiquity and Christianity, the Christian idea of world history, or the problem of ’decline’ or ’crisis’ from Polybios to Toynbee) and the theleological aspect (the motives of sin and divine providence in histriography and historism in ancient antiquity and in the Middle Ages) present themselves. With respect to the problem of history as a science, an outstanding aspect is the relation of historiography to empirical reality (use of sources, auxiliary sciences, the appearance of a critical approach to sources). The conflicting terminology of the different historiographic schools (the contrast of a pragmatic and mythic approach to history or a freedom- or structure-based approach in 19th and 20th century trends) is also investigated. Furthermore, the comprehensive 19th century (Droysen) and contemporary theoretical surveys (Collingwood, H. White) are also discussed. The development of Hungarian historiography represents a separate part in the material.

This module consists of 5 courses. It can be completed if students pass the examination on the four series of lectures (The prehistoric age, The ancient East, The history of ancient Greece, The history of ancient Rome) and earn a seminar grade in a mandatorily elective seminar on the history of the prehistoric age or ancient antiquity, which is related to the material of the lectures.
The lectures present the history of the prehistoric age and ancient antiquity from 2,5 million years back to 476 AD, marking the fall of the Roman Empire. The series of lectures entitled The prehistoric age gives an overview of human and cultural evolution from the appearance of man to the Iron Age, focussing on the prehistory of Europe, the Near East and North Africa. The series of lectures entitled The ancient East primarily discusses the characteristics of ancient eastern civilisations in relation to Egypt and the Near East: the importance of the emergence of the state, the problems of nomads and settled people and cultural, trade and diplomatic relations. 
The series of lectures entitled The history of ancient Greece presents the birth of the Greek polis and its historical transformations from the geographical basis and prehistoric preliminaries through the great civilisations of the Bronz Age. The lectures, which basically have an economic and sociohistorical approach, primarily investigate the historical role of Sparta and Athens in the archaic and classical ages. The series of lectures entitled The history of ancient Rome focusses on the investigation of the decisive economic and social processes and the related political developments of ancient Rome and the Mediterranean region ruled by it, from the 2nd millennium BC to 476 AD. 
The mandatorily elective Seminar on the history of the prehistoric age and ancient antiquity provide students with the opportunity to get a deeper insight into the material of the lectures.

The lectures give an overview of the history of West Europe and the areas discovered outside Europe from the Renaissance to the end of the 18th century. In the discussion of the history of the period, special emphasis is given to the relation of political and cultural history. During the investigation of the history of the 15th and 17th centuries, this relation is highlighted, on the one hand, in connection with the Italian Renaissance (the political history of Italy, the development of modern political philosophy, Italian humanism, the Renaissance of Florence, the Renaissance church and papacy), and on the other hand, with respect to the Reformation (Reformation and Counter-Reformation, the conflict between Spain and the Netherlands, religious wars in France, the thirty-year war, England in the age of the Tudors and Stuarts). The second half of the period is dominated by the processes paving the way for the French revolution, the political phenomenon of the strengthening of the state (institutions of the Ancien Régime, enlightened despotism, absolutism, power conflicts), and in the field of culture, by the scientific revolution and the enlightenment.

Special emphasis is given to the fact that in relation to World War I, both the traditional framework of great powers (monarchic state formations ceased to exist, revolutions in Russia and Germany, pacifism) and the system of laissez faire capitalism (world economic crisis) were shattered. The sharp political confrontations of the period are characterised  by the unusual intertwining of political history and the history of ideologies (20th century dictatorships), the wars becoming total and the constant threat of war (Paris peace treaties, western democracies between the two world wars, bipolar world, cold war, the Nuclear Age, the emergence of the third world). The disruption of the bipolar world after 1989 is also covered. To complete this module, students are required to pass an examination on the material of the two series of lectures (world history in the Modern Age until the end of World War II, and until 1989) and to earn a grade in an elective seminar.

The first series of lectures presents the complex lito-, bio- and archaeostratigraphic study of archaeological and palaeontological sites and the methodology of palaeoecological research revealing original inanimate and anthropogenic effects relying on sedimental – surface morphological – relative and radiological chronological investigations. 

In addition to the comprehensive characterisation of present-day flora and fauna and those of the Ice Age, the Bioarchaeology lectures discuss the methodology of palaeontological chronology and research, the possibilities of palaeoclimatological-palaeo-humanecological reconstruction and the interaction between man and environment in relation to historical anthropology.

The seminars familiarise students with the groundings of the classic auxiliary sciences of history – history of applied arts, historical iconography, sfragistics, heraldics, vexillology , study of insignia and numismatics -, indispensable in a course of museology, with the in concreto investigation of material sources. Students get acquainted with the basic types of written and image relics – museological documentations, archives, photos, etc. – related to the material sources and the most important modern document types (not forming fonds). Students get an insight into the relations of the museum collections preserving the different groups of artefacts as historical sources and the material characteristics of the artefacts (knowledge of material). The course also puts emphasis on the investigation of the most important issues of modern trends in museology such as everyday history, history of ways of life and ideas, material sources of cultural fashions, etc.

The first part of the two-semester course gives an account of the history of artefact collection from its beginnings in antiquity, then deals with the Hungarian historical aspects of the topic presenting artefact collection in Hungary in the Middle Ages, the outstanding role of King Matthias, the collecting activity of the Hapsburg kings and the first important archaeological finds in the country. Focussed topics are the peak period of Hungarian artefact collection in the 18th century, the outstanding private collections of the 19th (Pyrker, Marczibányi, Jankovich, Fejérváry, Pulszky, etc.) and 20th centuries (for example, those of Pál Majovszky and Ernő Kolozsvári) and the issue of spoils of war. The second semester focusses on the history of world and Hungarian museums, when students get to know the great museums of the world originating from royal and aristocratic collections as well as the history of Hungarian museums and museology.

In addition to the general museological problems concerning natural sciences, the course defines the concept of natural science museums, presents the development and history of natural science collections (in a historical approach) and the tasks of such a museum (collection – study – exhibition). In addition to theoretical instruction, great emphasis is laid on practical training to be completed in the territory of the region: field collection, different collection and cleaning techniques. On the basis of the teaching aids available in manuscript form, students acquire the basics of applied museology: organisation of exhibitions, protection of the state of collections (biological and chemical protection), preparation and storing of mineralogical and palaeontological specimens, preservation and registration of vertebral, invertebral and herbal specimens. With the help of Internet and computer databases, students also get an insight into the IT of natural science museums.

Students complete this practical course, indispensable in a museology programme, in two parts. The first part is a complex museum practice which students do in an institution designated by their concentration 2 hours a week (or in a block of 20 hours). In the course of this, they get acquainted with the practice of the major and minor collections (archaeology, fine arts, historical collections – textile, glass-ceramics, furniture, attire, etc. – documentations, library). Special attention is paid to the theoretical and practical processes of art museology, contemporary art exhibitions, modern forms of artistic communication and presentation forms (e.g. performance, video, internet). The second part of the course is a two-week (40-hour) summer practice, which students may complete in a museum, at an excavation, in the setting up of an exhibition or in any other area or institution of museology at their choice. For the students of the archiving concentration, the course offers an insight into the history of institutions. The administrative organs are investigated one by one together with their document issuing mechanisms and level of legal regulation, including the central and Hungarian dicasteriums being modernised after 1711, the church bodies and the administrative activities of the bodies of local councils. The changes of the state organisation in 1848/49 and the development and specific features of the bureaucratic system of neoabsolutism are also discussed. The organisational system of the dualistic state, indispensable for archivists, and the specific rules applying to archives are also covered.

The course familiarises students with the recent development features of state administration in Hungary as well as with the history of Hungarian administration in the 20th century.

In addition to the lectures, it is mandatory to complete a seminar course.

The lectures give an overview of the general history of archival document collection, the circumstances of the establishment of major European archives and the trends of their institutionalisation. They give a detailed account of the development of document collection in Hungary and the establishment of the archives of the monarch, private landlords, counties, etc. Special emphasis is given to the investigation of the history of the Hungarian National Archives. An account is given of the process of the systematic establishment of archives in the 19th century, the process and trends of the institutionalisation of the archives of local councils, different bodies and churches and of special archives in the first half of the 20th century, and the effect of nationalisation and central control on this. A summary is given of the national and local attempts at the solving of the problem of archiving, and the relevant legal statutes and archival regulations, the human resources of the archives, the qualifications of archivists and the historiography of archives are also presented. Every student is required to give a summary of the history of a chosen archive. 

Furthermore, the lectures give an overview of Hungary’s current network of archives (at the turn of the millennium). A brief account is given of the general legal background of archiving but, more importantly, students get an insight into the network of archives aimed at the collection of relevant documents. The structure of the Hungarian National Archives as well as the structure of its fonds and files are presented in detail. In addition to the network of the archives of local councils, students get an insight into the structure of regional archives (groups and major groups of fonds, etc.), get to know the major specialised archives, the archives of different institutions, the professional organisations and federations of archivists (Hungarian abbreviations: MLE, MELTE), etc.

This module gives a summary of the facts and principles that modern social sciences have revealed about the main scene of institutional education, the school, relying on about 300 years’ experience. Partly depending on their majors, students may choose from three courses of identical value. 

1. Sociology of education: It discusses the process of socialisation, the functions and functional disorders of the educational system and its connections to other social subsystems. Focussed topics are the relation between social inequalities and education, and the analysis of the sociological problems of disadvantaged positions. The course discusses issues pertaining to the structure and changes of modern educational systems, the correlations of education and economy and the theories of human resources development.

2. Education and society: The course discusses the different models of the approaches to education of the state and other social actors. Four historical theoretical models of education and school are presented (the traditional school and its alternatives: the reform school, the revolutionary school and the market school). In addition to the school, great emphasis is put on the family and other natural communities, the modern network of out-of-school education: boarding-schools and similar institutions, the institutions of public education, sports institutions, etc., the phenomena of the educational ’market’ (youth entertainment industry, courses, adult education, etc.) and finally, on the educational components of civil initiatives (child and youth organisations) and the new educational role of the media. The characteristics of postmodern, pluralistic and democratic society are collected and contrasted with the educational phenomena of transforming Hungarian society with special regard to the components of the disadvantages having accumulated in the North Hungarian region (poverty, falling behind, ghettotization, minority status, etc.) 

3. Education and history: The course investigates the past of education from a sociohistorical aspect. 	Course description:
The series of lectures presents the history of Hungarian historiography with the traditional periodicity but instead of applying the encyclopaedic (and descriptive) method, it reconstructs the different interpretations of history characteristic of the different periods and trends, and their manifestations in the different historiographic discourses. The course also reveals what kind of political and ideological purposes the different authors wished to achieve, and what foreign theoretical and methodological orientation characterised them. It is a primary focus of the course to show how the historiographers’ identity and conception about historiography shaped the techniques of the presentation of the past (what literary traditions were followed, what rhetorical elements were applied) and what meanings this gave to their discourses. Finally, the lectures also investigate how the different historiographic trends institutionalised in relation to the status of historiography in national academic life (as realised in higher education, periodicals, schools and workshops).

	Course description:
Building on students’ knowledge of philosophy and earlier studies of philosophy of history and historiography, the lectures present the classical authors and problems of the philosophy of history from the age of enlightenment. This time limit is justified by the fact that history was first interpreted as an independent issue in philosophy by the enlightenment, and the investigation of the philosophy of history, which got its name from Voltaire, became one of the central issues in 20th century philosophy. The lectures also give an overview of the main trends of criticism focussing on the problems of the philosophy of history since the end of the 19th century. 

In addition to the most fundamental issue of the philosophy of history – does the history of mankind have any meaning?-, the lectures cover such other methodological issues as the concept of time, the definition of ’historical fact’ and its independent existence from historians. While giving an overview of the most important periods of the history of philosophy, the texts and theories of such authors are dealt with as Humboldt, Ranke and Droysen, as representatives of German historicism, and then in relation to the historical ideas of Burckhardt and Nietzsche, the works of those (Collingwood, White, Koselleck), concerning the nature of historiography, are covered which exert a great influence even nowadays. Finally, modern theories of history (Marc Bloch, Foucault, Carr, Hayden White) are dealt with and reference is made to the newest works in this field.

	Course description:

The objective of the course is to make students aware of the fundamental concepts of the investigation of history building on the knowledge gained in the BA course so that students will be able to do independent research and prepare for the research methodological courses of the different concentrations. Topic areas covered: basics of the cognition of history; the most important methods of exploring sources; the scheduling of planning and implementing research projects; finding sources in public collections; the extension and use of the knowledge gained during bibliography and electronic database development; the genres of academic discourse (thesis, study, article, essay, presentation, etc.). Using special literature and applying the fundamentals of epistemology and methodology in a systematic way, students acquire knowledge on the basis of concrete historical material in a manner that in addition to becoming aware of the fundamental phenomena of cognition, they become capable of drawing finely tuned conclusions, recognizing the phenomena of inaccurate observation, improper conclusions and exaggerated generalisations as well as those of the distortions following from the altruistic or personally, nationally, etc. prejudiced interpretations of historical facts. Students are required to write an essay on the interpretation of the cognition of history and the development of an independent, concrete research programme, which should reflect their ability to use sources with a critical approach.

Topics covered: Motives of academic research, the academic and everyday interpretation of the historical past. Theoretical and research models. The way of setting up a theory, the inductive nature of cognition in historical science. Causativity and determinism. The ethical problems of historiography. The sufficient and necessary conditions of drawing conclusions. The development of a research plan. Conceptualisation. An ’advanced’ use of critical approach to sources. Elaboration of bibliographies and reference techniques. Search, organisation and development of electronic databases. Using the library and the internet. The methodology of using photos and films as historical sources. The basics of source editing and publication.

As a core course of the disciplinary MA programme in history, students are allowed to select any at least 6-credit course from the choice of the master’s programmes conducted at the University of Miskolc. The lecturer in charge of the course gives the students advice on which course to choose, taking into account their interests and specialisations, during consultation hours so that the elective courses will widen the students’ intellectual horizon and strengthen their historical competences, as well.

	Course description:
Building on the basic IT courses completed by students, the course presents the branches of IT indispensable in modern historical sciences and research including the theory and practice of databases and digitalisation and the use of the internet and internet databases. At the end of the course, students are able to set up and develop databases and lists on their own, using commercially available spreadsheet and database management softwares (Windows, Novell, Linux, etc.). In addition to the management of digital databases, the course also focusses on the technology of digitalisation, the editing of homepages, and the management and use of databases, collections and contents available on the internet. The ethical and legal requirements involved as well as new IT developments applicable in modern research (e.g. GIS) are also covered. The practical classes also present the methods of the technical preparation for and management of giving lectures and presentations.

	Course description:

The first classes present the definition, theories, approach and methods of historical demography to make it possible to find the place of this discipline among natural and social sciences (mathematics, geography, demography, statistics), at the same time showing its connections with some parts of history (economic, social, military and cultural history). After making students acquainted with the sources of historical demography (e.g. yearbooks, conscriptions, censuses), the seminars reconstruct the population processes of the different historical periods (structure of the population, prolification, mortality, reproduction). Following this, the issues of migration (migratory movements), the family and households, the sexes, demographic policy and the Hungarian adaptations of the new research trends (e.g. approaches concerning demography) will be covered. This is completed with the investigation of local and regional demographic processes and European comparisons are also given appropriate emphasis.

	Course description:
Studying the specific features of the political thinking of Greek and Roman antiquity, students first get acquainted with the legal, then the sociological and finally the political definition of state as the existence of the state making it possible for people to live together is a precondition for the development of ideas. Then the philosophical background is given for the history of ideas, which is justified by the fact that in the age of classical antiquity, the different disciplines were not secularised yet, and every question concerning law and power were raised within the scope of philosophy so the political thinkers elaborating the state theories of the different periods of ancient Greece and Rome primarily investigated the concepts and connections of ’justice’ and ’law’ as well as the realisation of the idea of ’justice’, defined as the most important objective of law, within the framework of the different forms of government.  After a brief overview of the ideas of the ancient East concerning the power of the rulers (partly interwoven with mythical elements) as predecessors, the lectures investigate the major issues of the ideologies and philosophical schools within the political philosophies of classical antiquity: the ideas concerning the ideal state, that is, how the ’subjects’ living in a monarchy or under a monarchy-type rule imagined the sovereign destined to achieve the objectives of government: the ’good king’, which is a crucial element in the political theories of the period.  It is an important issue in the political theories of the antiquity how and with what devices the representatives of the leading classes and certain thinkers tried to restrict the ’tyrannic’ ruler abusing the ’potential despotism’ of monarchy. At the end of the course, a brief overview is given of the classical parallels of modern political and human rights theories on the basis of previously covered material.

	Course description:
The course investigates the development of economy and way of living from the upper palaeolithic age to 476 AD in one of the most important historical development regions in the prehistoric and ancient periods: in continental Europe and in the Mediterranean. The objective of the seminars is to make students aware of the characteristics of economic and regional development with special regard to the periods of advanced hunting cultures in Europe in the late palaeolithic age, neolitisation in South West Asia, the development of many-sided plant cultivation and stock breeding, the Bronz Age, the first empires of the ancient East, Greek colonisation and the expansion of the Roman Empire. The seminars also cover how the way of living developed parallel with the above, with special regard to early urbanisation.

	Course description:
Concentrating primarily on the areas of West Europe, East Central Europe, Byzantium and the Near East, the lectures investigate the characteristic types and operation of the state administrations of the above regions, with special emphasis on similarities and differences in their development trends and features. The history of the institutionalisation and relations of the religions and churches becoming dominant in Europe (Christian, Jewish, Muslim) are also analysed. The lectures also cover the emergence, attitude to church and social role of the most important heretic movements and the interpretation options of the crusades. An overview is given of the emergence and history of papacy as well as several issues of the relation between church and political power.

	Course description:

Through the specific written, image and material sources, special methods and research topics of cultural history, the course gives an overview of the culture of the centuries of transition between the Middle Ages and the Early Modern Age, the most important characteristics, ways of acquisition and institutions of culture, the different levels of schooling, and the correlations between the different social groups and culture. Special emphasis is given to the relation between cultural history and historical science, the concept of styles, as well as the problem of the Renaissance and Baroque (and their variants: e.g. mannerism, Northern Renaissance, the coexistence of late Gothic art and Renaissance, etc.) as artistic trends and trends of thought determining the style and way of living of the relevant periods. The relation between culture and church or confession, Protestantism and Catholicism, the conflict of the trends of thought in non-Catholic religions and their influence on each other, the differences triggered by them in culture and the access of the followers of the different religions to culture are also covered. The issues of written and oral culture, the history of carriers of writing, and especially, the relation of book printing, appearing in this period, and culture are regarded to be important topics. Material culture, that is, the manifestation of styles, artistic trends and ideas in the built environment and objects are also interpreted as part of culture.

	Course description:

With the help of the specific methods and sources of economic history as a separate discipline, the course presents the economic history of the world in the Early Modern Age in the political and geographical space of regions, empires and states. The objective is to make students aware of the historical determining factors of economic processes and the systems of economic correlations present in the world history of the Early Modern Age. In a sense, the course intends to present the historical preliminaries of the globalisation development tendencies of nowadays. At the same time, it is not a course objective to give systematic economics groundings but certain terms (e.g. property, capital, etc.) and minimal analytic techniques (e.g. statistical time series) are introduced. It is a further course objective to serve as introduction to certain MA specialisations and concentrations. In the field of skills development, logical thinking and the ability of critical discussion are focussed on. Topics to be covered: Networks in the world in 1713; the basic structure of the old world: pre-industrial household economy; Social and economic structures in West Europe in the 17-18th centuries; The development of European economy and the economic basis of the conflicts of superpowers until 1763; The American War of Independence, continental expansion, the divergent development of the North and South; Demographic revolution in the 18-19th centuries. Economic development in West Europe between 1750 and 1850; The political transformation and colonisational expansion of England in the old world after 1815. Railways and the transformation of the regional division of labour; Centre and periphery: Scandinavia; Southern Europe

	Course description: 
Individual and collective norms and social practices are investigated in different historical relations in certain periods of the Early Modern Age and nowadays. Neither the chronological aspect nor the world and ideological horizons of politics are excluded from the discussion but the history of the different social groups (mainly peasants, noblemen, the clergy, the bourgeois and workers) is primarily investigated on the basis of the following categories and topics: denomination, ethnic identity, property, culture and social conflicts. The different issues are investigated horizontally, also with attention to regional differences. The self-image and ideas of ’strangers’ of the individual and collective identity forms and contemporary contents are also analysed, for example, on the basis of correspondences, memoirs and documentaries. The effects of the collective turning-points of 19th and 20th century Hungarian history (1848/49, world wars and their consequences, 1956) and those of related government policy and intervention are analysed in the form as they are recollected in the memories of the different generations.

	Course description:

The objective of the course is to give an overview of the periodicity options of the period linking the late Middle Ages and the beginning of the Early Modern Age. First, the periodisation approaches of the contemporaries so the historical theories and ideas about the Middle Ages of Renaissance thinkers (e.g. the appearance of the concepts media aetas and media tempestas), and in close connection to this, the historical assessment of their own age as an important attitude in their demand for self-definition are investigated. Following this, the periodisation opportunities of historiography in the Early Modern Age and Modern Age are investigated, that is, how the individual historiographers or schools divide up the flow of history on the basis of long-lasting, transitional periods, or using events of symbolic importance as dividing-points. Thematic periodisation is also covered: the great geographical discoveries, (proto) Reformation and confessionalisation, the collapse and transformation of late feudal society, the communication ’revolution’ (book printing and its effects), the revolutionary development of military technology (’military revolution’), and the ideas of periodisation of the different national ’historiographies’.

	Course description: 
The lectures first deal with the historiography of the problem of the feudal estates at the end of the Middle Ages, and then elaborate on the basis of the estates and their development in Hungary. The answer to an important question of the period – why did Hungarian estates have an explosion-like development after the death of King Sigismund? – may be given through the exploration of the correlations between the monarch, the dynasty and the court. Further, the lectures deal with the administration systems of the monarchs of the period (1/Albert and the turbulent times; 2/I. Matthias I; 3/a The Jagellos; 4/King John and Ferdinand I) as well as the division of administrative institutions between the monarch and the estates; and evaluate the political conditions developed at the beginning of the 16th century (transitional form of government or the predecessor of parliamentarism and the emergence of a nation?). Finally, the external and internal political conflicts leading to the loss of the battle of Mohács, and the causes and consequences of losing the battle and those of the election of two kings are investigated.

	Course description:

The main objective of the course is to make students acquainted with the most important written sources of the period through the presentation of the classification and characteristic examples of the different types of sources. In the selection and reading of texts, it was an important criterion that they should depict historical processes, and at the same time, reflect the wide spectrum of the issues involved in the history of the beginning of the Early Modern Age so they may either be concerned with the operations of the state (overview of the phases of the work of Parliament from the preparations for calling it through the negotiations of the estates to the county enactment of the acts passed; granting of land from the request through office work in the Treasury to filing etc.) or may be related to the cultural history of the period (changes in the attitude to Turks in 16th century Hungarian historiography, the appearance of correspondence in the Hungarian language, etc.). The objective is to help students in learning how to analyse written sources and to apply the method of critical source analysis through the complex analysis of some paradigmatic texts. In the study of written sources, attention is also paid to the language and paleographic characteristics of the written form, the history of writing, prints and manuscripts. 

The course also touches upon the problems of other, image, iconographic, artistic and material sources of the beginning of the Early Modern Age as well as those of their source value and critical analysis.

The course gives an overview of the most important events of the two centuries following the occupation of Buda: the Turkish campaigns and their consequences, the phases of the building up and stabilisation of Hapsburg rule in the country with a reduced area, the nature of conflicts between central power and the estates, the characteristic features of feudalism after the acts of 1608, the reform ideas of Miklós Esterházy, Miklós Zrínyi and Pál Esterházy, the phases in the driving out from the country of the Turks, the attempts at the introduction of absolutism and the reactions to them, the landmarks of which were the movement led by Thököly and Rákóczi’s war of independence.

	Course description:

One cannot get a proper idea about the history of Hungary in the Early Modern Age without having knowledge about the Europe of the period, which is also exquisitely suitable to make students think about the roots, emergence and validity of some still existing attitudes (e.g. the contrasting of members of the ’nation’ with ’strangers or outsiders’). Therefore, on the one hand, the course intends to give an overview of how the beginning of a new era manifested itself in the different regions and countries of Europe: what is paradigmatic in the processes unfolding on the borderline of the two periods, for example, in the Iberian Peninsula, England or Scandinavia; or where (and how) the state managed to take possession of the country and where not. The cross-sectional presentation and the search for paradigm is preserved in the presentation of the later periods, as well: in the discussion of the state administrations of Louis XIV, Karl XI, Karl XII, Peter or the Friedrichs of Brandenburg, who ruled their countries under very different conditions, or in the interpretation that the different naval powers chose different courses of action. At the same time, the course intends to give a flowchart of such series of events determining the history of Europe in the Early Modern Age as the second great expansion of the West, the Reformation or the struggle between France and the Hapsburgs for continental hegemony.

	Course description:

The course investigates the emergence of the Ottoman Empire, its rise to the status of world power, its political structure and social conditions, then follows the history of the fight of Hungary against the Turks from the 14th century. Emphasis is given to the presentation of the period following the battle of Belgrade (1521) up to the peace treaty of Pozarevac (1718), the building up of the system of border fortresses, the military historical and politico-geographical aspects of the Turkish-Hungarian wars for the border fortresses as well as the major diplomacy historical aspects of the period (Ottoman-Hapsburg relations, relations between Transylvania and the Porte, etc.). The course also covers the characteristics and appearance in Hungary of the Islam as a religion and culture and Turkish culture, as well as the cultural and administrative conditions of Turkish military centres. The formation of the part of Hungary under Turkish rule after the occupation of Buda, the society and everyday life of the occupied regions, the attitude of the Hungarian elite and taxpayers to Turkish administration, jurisdiction and taxation, and the phenomena of condominiums and ’Turkishness’ are likewise focussed on.

	Course description:

The basic issues of Hungarian public history at the beginning of the Early Modern Age are the relation of the states coming into being with the disintegration of the Hungarian Kingdom of the Middle Ages, among them the satellite principality of Transylvania, their fights, alliances, the history of their diplomacies as well as the operations of the three countries as political entities and structures with more or less (and, furthermore, rapidly varying) territorial integrity.  The course elaborates on the issue of the principality of Transylvania as an independent state and its historical geography, the historical and political relations of Transylvania, the Partium and Upper Hungary, following the political history of the principality from the election of two kings (1526) through the formation of the legal and external conditions established by the Treaty of Speyer (1570/1571) to the operations of the state also recognized by European powers and to its cessation  codified in Diploma Leopoldinum (1690/1691), and the setting up of the Gubernium, that is, its integration into the Hapsburg Empire.  

In addition to public history, the history of the diplomacy, the changes in the external policy, the political structure and the economic, social, ethnic and religious characteristics, different from the Hungarian Kingdom (and those of the part of the country under Turkish rule) of Transylvania are also presented with proper emphasis on special Transylvanian culture.

	Course description:
The course makes students acquainted with the development of European economy at the beginning of the Early Modern Age through the investigation of authentic sources and relevant historiographic works (Wallerstein, Braudel). After the presentation of the conditions in the Middle Ages, the course discusses the characteristic features of European expansion in the 15th and 16th centuries, the characteristics of the unified world economy, emerging as a result of the great geographical discoveries, its conflicts with state structures, the consequent changes in basic economic structures, the development of long-distance trading, the factors of the price revolution, the changes in economic geographical, climatic and demographic conditions, and then shows what effect all these had on the economy of the Hapsburg Empire, including that of the Hungarian Kingdom, the Principality of Transylvania and the area under Turkish rule, primarily through the investigation of the conditions of foreign and inland trade, agricultural production and mining. The course highlights the determining processes in contemporary Europe: how the contention for continental hegemony, the fight between absolutism and the estates and the struggle of the different religious denominations formed the economic life of Europe, including that of the Hungarian territories.

	Course description:
The lectures present the public history of Hungary as integrated into the Hapsburg Empire in the historical period from the peace treaty of Szatmár to the death of Joseph II against a European background. In addition to the decisive processes of political history, the course also deals with the diplomacy and foreign policy of the Hapsburgs, essentially affecting the history of Hungary (Turkish wars and peace treaties, the war of succession, the seven years’ war), and the struggle between absolutism and the estates. An important issue is the social policy of the Hapsburgs (the settlement of socage, regulations on villains, census, regulations on education, norms in church policy) with special attention to the issue of enlightened absolutism. The demographic, religious, ethnic, etc. conditions of the country as well as the main chapters of its constitutional and legal history are also covered.

	Course description:

The objective of the course is to present the social and economic changes caused by the breaking up of the country into three parts and its political consequences in the network of Hungarian towns and settlements as formed by the end of the Middle Ages. During the seminars, special attention is paid – also for regional reasons – to the specific development of market towns, and the issues of administration and the society of market towns, their role in economic life as well as the effect of Protestantism on urbanisation are investigated with the help of original sources. The course presents the role of free royal boroughs in the network of towns at the beginning of the Early Modern Age and in the geographical and political space, and the way of living of urban society, and also covers the correlations between the allotment structure and economy of villages and market towns.

	Course description:

The course presents the causes, characteristics and social correlations of the essential changes in religious conditions and church structure occurring from the end of the Middle Ages, from the ideologies attacking Catholicism through the ideology of Reformation and the emergence of the Protestant denominations and churches to the religious and political struggles of the new and old churches. The topics covered include the history of church institutions, worship in denominations and pietism, the church policies of empires and states often taking the form of wars of religion, the main stages of the gaining ground of Protestantism, the strives of Counter-Reformation and Catholic renewal, and the connections between churches and education or schooling. The history of Hungarian churches and their institutions in the Early Modern Age and the special Hungarian conditions are also investigated (the religious policy of Transylvania, missions in the area under Turkish rule, the Hungarian religious policy of the Hapsburgs, the relation of the estates and religious denominations, the persecution of the Protestants and the Catholic renewal, the gaining ground of Catholicism in the 18th century, etc.).

	Course description:
The course investigates official and private language use (Latin and German as lingua francas, national language, mother tongue and liturgical language), and the relationship between language and writing in the countries and regions of East Central Europe. The course also covers the issues of knowledge of writing or alphabetisation and the history of the different organs (church institutions, chancery, legal authorities, etc.) as well as individual written records and correspondance. Special emphasis is laid on printing presses, book publishing, the history of the press, the connections of books, language and ortography, the history of books and libraries, the centres of book culture in East Central Europe and the local centres of literacy; the classification of prints and their role in cultural and spiritual movements.

The course gives students an opportunity to deal with the history of writing at the beginning of the Early Modern Age and the methods of reading original printed texts and manuscripts, and get an insight into the paleographic problems of Hungarian, Latin and German printed texts and handwriting, as well.

	Course description:
On the one hand, the course revises the approaches and methodology of the different schools that students got acquainted with in the historiography and in general research techniques courses, and, on the other hand, applies these basics to the methodology of the history of the beginning of the Early Modern Age. The students choosing this concentration get to know basic works on and historiographers concerned with the history of the 15th-18th centuries, the problems, methods and disciplines of the period as present in traditional and modern historical science (historism, positivist methods, the history of currencies and prices, microhistory, ’Alltagsgeschichte’, historical demography and anthropology, urban history, etc.). The methodology of the research of this period also involves research into special sources (classical historiography, conscriptions, economic documents, actually sent letters, parliamentary records and memoirs, documents of diplomacy, etc.). In the seminars,  students acquire the ways of the handling and quantitative and qualitative analysis of sources as well as the possibilities of using special publications. There are also classes held on the one hand, in the Borsod-Abaúj-Zemplén County Archives, and, on the other hand, in the Museum and Archives of the University of Miskolc so that students may get research skills on the spot and get to know original archived sources. This kind of practical work prepares students directly for research for their final essay while they also get help with choosing the methods of and writing up their essay topics enabling them to convert their theoretical knowledge to their own research practice.

	Course description:
The texts selected on the basis of their topics are concerned with the connections between politics and war at the end of the Middle Ages. In relation to the studies students have to read, the applicability of Clausewitz’s definition of war to the conditions of the Middle Ages, the effect of ideological, social and technological changes in the 14th century on military policy as well as the Hungarian reception of European development and decline are also investigated so that students may see the characteristics of the period in view of war and military historiography. In addition to a more extensive acquisition of special terminology in German, the reading of the texts raises an important problem of historiography: the connections between political power and wars.

The lectures introduce students to the basic forms of social organisation in the capitalist transformation of late feudal society in Hungary. The Hungarian kingdom, which was broken up into three parts, was not alone with this in the continent. European late feudal societies were, by nature, divided according to their environment, landscape characteristics, sources of sustenance, settlements systems, forms of self-government, common law and religious denominations and feudal estate ranking as regulated by traditions, church and secular laws. From the Early Modern Age, centralisation overcoming division became the guiding principle of social and political struggles between monarchs, churches and secular estates, later with the involvement of the bourgeois classes interested in national unification. Division, struggles and changes manifested themselves in the space and forms of culture of the Hungarian kingdom. Among these forms, 18th and 19th century Hungarian historiography represented no exception, either.

	Course description:

The objective of the lectures is to give students an insight into the interpretation paradigms pertaining to the transformation of Hungarian society between the feudal age and socialism. Primarily, contemporary and historiographic discourses concerning bourgeoisie and bourgeois transformation are analysed. Reference is made to the ideological and political value systems leading to the contrast of a ’national’ or ’bourgeois’ type of social organisation as well as to the normative macro-social conceptions capturing the changes in the conflict of feudalism and bourgeois transformation. Next, the different interpretations of the bourgeois transformation which, however, are basically linked to cultural homogenisation are covered followed by recent results in historiography: the Hungarian adaptations of the concepts of Besitz- and Bildungsbürgertum, and the ideals, self-images and cultural practices related to the figure of the ’citizen’, which also make possible to interpret the processes of ’achievement of the status of the peasant-bourgeois or petty bourgeois’.

	Course description:

With the method well-known in modern historical science, the political and social historical approaches are simultaneously applied to the subject. In the world of politics, mainly the economic and sociopolitical decisions are focussed on. Accordingly, the lectures concentrate on the autocratic model of the communist party state (modern paternalistic dictatorship) and its social reception. The ’constituting’ of society is presented according to the following factors: autocratic social structure (e.g. nationalisation, central control), the survival of traditional structures, the social challenges of socialist industrialisation, experience and mentalities. Among the former socialist countries, special emphasis is given to the comparison of Hungary and East Germany. From a chronological point of view, primarily, the problems of the period lasting from World War II to the end of the 1960s are discussed. From among the series of events exerting a determining influence on masses of society, the events of 1953, 1956 and those of collectivisation are highlighted as their everyday experience is still traceable in collective memory. Traumatic individual and collective forms of memory, reflecting the variedness of society, play a great role in the formation of identities therefore their analytic presentation is an important task of the lectures. From among social groups, primarily phenomena related to the working class and the agrarian population are discussed.

	Course description:
As a starting-point, the seminars clarify the anthropological concepts of peasantry and agrarian societies developed in the 20th century with attention to the characteristic Hungarian conceptions of peasantry evolving in the first half of the 20th century. Theoretical questions such as - did natural conditions or the position in the division of labour or power determine the existence of peasantry in late feudal society in Hungary; beyond the socage and legal relations, what other factors determined the position, living conditions, etc. of peasantry? -  are answered through the study of sources and legal texts concerning two historical turning-points: the settlement of the issue of socage under Empress Maria Theresa and the emancipation of serfs in 1848.

From among the social historical causes beyond the success of the revolution of 1848, the seminars focus on how and to what extent the participation of the different social groups changed in some areas of publicity, and during this, how their relation to one another changed in the decades preceding the revolution. In the classes, the emergence of associations and the press, their role in social fermentation, and the non-institutionalised forms of social connections (e.g. coffee-rooms) are discussed. The Hungarian developments are investigated in space (international and national) and time comparison, from which conclusions can be drawn about the dynamics of the spread of the individual ’forms’ and characteristic features of the different ’local’ variants.

	Course description:

The seminars present the history of Jews as part of the Hungarian society. Topics to be covered include immigration and migration; assimilation; mobility; religious life; lifestyle; individual and community identity; self-image and image of strangers. Anti-Semitism (the ’Jewish problem’) is investigated in relation to depersonalised value and mentality systems, contextualised according to political intentions, and everyday co-existence (personal connections). Then the emergence of the historiographic tradition which defines the Hungarian Jewish community on the basis of its role in the bourgeois transformation of society and its recently aired criticisms are analysed.

	Course description:
The objective of the seminars is the presentation of the economic changes and processes following World War I and the disruption of historical Hungary. The introductory classes investigate the stabilisation of the 1920s, the effects of the world economy crisis, then nationalisation after World War II, the building out of the Soviet-type system of centralised plan directives, its operation and the attempts at its reform and finally, its collapse. Next, the structure of agriculture is analysed in relation to the landscape/natural conditions of production, the forms of work and management and reproduction strategies. The structural connections of industry and trade are presented at the level of enterprises, which gives an opportunity to illustrate career routes and mentalities. Finally, in addition to the presentation of the institutional structures of economic management, the informal background of decisions and forms of adaptation are also referred to.

	Course description: 

The objective of the seminars is to make students acquainted with the milieux important in everyday life through the analysis of contemporary pieces of discourse. By discourse, not only written texts but audiovisual historical sources and documentaries are also meant. During the discussion of the different topics, it is not the world of political dictatorship that is discussed but rather the social experience, mentality and norm system people underwent in it. The official objectives of the party state intention is taken into account but the emphasis is put on the individual and collective adaptation attempts observable in different social practices. In the course of this, the problems of socialisation, also varying according to social layers and settlement types, the private and public sphere, verbal and non-verbal communication, secularisation, holidays, consumption, housing conditions, clothing and nutrition, public thinking, social conflicts and ’deviant’ behaviour are covered. The approach makes it possible for students to get acquainted with the types of behaviour extending over several historical periods which usually traverse the borderlines of the periods in political history, and, at the same time, reveal ambivalent human experience, breaking-points and the points of ’adapting resistance’. During the choice of topics, historical problems are analysed according to different potential criteria (e.g. sex, age, place of living, religion, occupation, nationality, ethnic group).

	Course description: The course presents the ever-changing and theory-sensitive research methods of economic and social historiography. Topics include model and type development, the use of conceptual constructions forming the base of structures and determining historiographers’ practice, the Hungarian adoption of quantitative and statistical methods, the experiments of factor and cluster analysis, the comparative method, its illustrative and analytical types, and application in regional and local researches. From among the more recent trends, the methodological variedness of microhistory is also illustrated with examples taken from European and Hungarian research projects. However, all this is not presented as a norm but rather as a device for the development of the skills and practices of independent research, adaptable to the particular topics. In this way, the course is linked to the thesis writing seminar but also provides groundings for the PhD programme.

Due to Sovietization, the autocratic political regimes in East Germany and Hungary display several comparable features which are also analysed in terms of their differences. In addition to the system-specific features, the events and consequences of 1953 and 1956 provide lessons and interpretations in a foreign language which are necessary for the widening of students’ horizon. The vocabulary of the analytical studies, contemporary source texts and interviews is acquired while some methodological problems of contemporary historiography are also discussed.

The course focuses on important disciplines from the aspect of the methodology and sources of military history, thus on the history of cartography and the different periods of the history of technology with special regard to the close correlations of warfare, the history of weapons and technological development. Topics to be covered include the periods of cartography, the most important engineering and military maps and surveys, the history of weapons from stabbing weapons through the appearance of firearms to air weapons and the newest developments in military technology. The seminars present the abovementioned disciplines as the methods of military history research, and relying on students’ former studies in historical geography, helps them in acquiring politico-geographical competences. Other important auxiliary sciences for military history such as vexillology, phaleristics, insigniology and the history of uniforms are also touched upon.

The lectures discuss the characteristics of European and Hungarian warfare in the Middle Ages. Important topics to be discussed include the following: to what extent Clausewitz’s definition of war is applicable to the military events of the Middle Ages; to what extent the latter were determined by the general features of the Middle Ages; what role the church played; what effects the great ideological, social and material changes of the Middle Ages had on military history; the technical specifications of weapons in the Middle Ages and the major steps of technological development; the major tactics characteristics of the military activities of the particular branches; shift in the importance of branches and its causes; and finally, the Hungarian reception of general European development and the most important characteristics of Hungarian warfare as different from European warfare.

	Course description: 
The primary objective of the seminars belonging to this module is to give an overview of the development of European military technology and warfare from the turn of the millennium to the military revolution at the beginning of the Early Modern Age. The role of feudal military organisation in the initial successes of the crusades are investigated, and the characteristics of contemporary western and eastern fighting styles are compared in contrastive analysis. The military history of the peak period of the Middle Ages is discussed in the light of the socio- and economico-historical aspects of consolidated feudalism. The spread of the new military technological devices in the late Middle Ages, the changes in the role of the different military branches in field warfare, the development of castle building and fortress warfare as well as the military history of empires existing outside Europe in the Middle Ages and at the beginning of the Early Modern Age are also covered with special emphasis on the decisive role played by the Ottomans in 15th-7th century world military history. Students are instructed to interpret military history topics ’in the closer sense’ in view of the more important processes of political history and the history of ideas – with special regard to the relations of the Holy Roman Empire and the ’historical macroregions’ connected to it. The issue of hinterland, the effect of wars on the conditions and everyday life of civilians, and the problem of military violence are also discussed.

	Course description: 

The objective of the course is to give students attending this concentration an insight into the special Hungarian phenomena of European military history at the beginning of the Early Modern Age, the fights for border fortresses, the military and political history of feudal resistance and the revolts against the Hapsburgs lasting until Rákóczi’s war of independence and the military force and society continuously changing in the permanent  wars. The course discusses the warfare of the fights against the Turks, the social problems of the gallant order, achieving the status of social layer in the fights for border fortresses, those of specific military groups (the Haiduk, ’outlaws’) and the ’kuruc’ movement that can be linked to the names of Thököly and Ferenc Rákóczi, with special regard to the issue of the militarisation of Hungarian and Transyslvanian societies in the age of Turkish occupation, the relation of soldiers and fighters and regular military organisations and the phenomenon of peasant counties. In the discussion of the development of regular armies, special attention is paid to the military organisation of the principality of Transylvania, achieving independent statehood in the second half of the 16th century, highlighting the military organisation of the Seklers and the Heiduk, the role they played in principals’ policy, their social state and the role of the army and wars in the foreign policy of the principals. The problems of contemporary military technology, warfare and castle architecture and the historical iconography of wars and the army are also covered.

	Course description: 
The 18th and 19th centuries represent the period of the setting up of permanent armies as Napoleon’s military campaigns and warfare not only redrew Europe’s political map but due to Napoleon’s army reforms, also marked a new period in military history. The age of capitalism opened up a new chapter in both warfare and military objectives (armed conflicts in the years 1859, 1866 and 1870-71, the American civil war, the start of colonisation wars) as the priorities of expansion were no longer dictated by dynastic but by economic considerations. In Russia, for example, the defeat of the country in the Crimean war put an end to extensive army development and although the tsars tended to carry out the reforms of their huge armies according to state-of-the-art requirements, only Milutin’s reforms created a connection between the reform of the army and the modernisation of society. Alexander III and Nicholas II already worked on the forging of alliances as the rapid economic development of Russia made it possible to establish permanent contacts with French and English policy.

The seminars cover the history of the Hungarian armed forces from the Treaty of Trianon or the restrictions to the Győr weapons programme of 1938, their role in World War II, including the entering of South Slovakia and Transylvania, the military operations against Yugoslavia and the war waged on the Soviet Union: from the deployment of the Rapid Deployment Force through the catastrophe of the 2nd army at the River Don to the country becoming a seat of war and its liberation, also covering the issue of prisoners of war. A separate topic is the attempt at backing out from the war and its military likelihood. The social issues of war, the forced labour service, the persecution of Jews and the holocaust, and their social and political aspects are also discussed in the seminars.

	Course description: 

The military historical issues of 1956 are discussed from the aspects of politics, event and social history, and partly from the military aspect of armed conflicts. On the hand, the armed combats of the 1956 are covered, and on the other hand, every act of violence in a broader perspective through the presentation of the state security and military organisation of the autocratic regime taking shape from the second half of the 1940s and their sociohistorical aspects. Emphasis is put on the structures and effects of violence as well as on the individual and collective experience of violence. Focussed topics are the volleys occurring during the revolution, the organisations of the rebels, the militia and self-defence groups, and military operations in the provinces, outside Budapest. The system, composition and military operations of the Soviet army were of outstanding importance in the maintenance of the autocratic regime even after the suppression of the revolution and war of independence. Historical research and education should also be concerned with the analysis of the effects of violence as both their perceptible, material and imperceptible, immaterial traces can be discovered. All these issues are discussed in view of the institutional acts of retaliation by the armed forces and the social composition of victims.

	Course description: 
Among the specific sources of military history, such material sources as weapons, uniforms and other material accessories of warfare play an outstanding role therefore in order to get to know them and the related archival and documentary material, it is indispensable to explore museums and public collections. In addition to giving groundings in the related auxiliary sciences (vexillology, phaleristics, insigniology), the museology of military history presents the theory and practice of the collection, preservation, storage and scholarly investigation of militaria materials, and with the help of the Internet, familiarises students with the major military historical collections and museums in the world. During the one-week (30-hour) practice spent in museums and public collections, students acquire the methods of handling the material and related documentary, archival sources as well as the most up-to-date methods of the acquisition, stock-keeping, recording and making available for researchers of military history collections in practice so that at the end of the course, they are able to professionally describe and document objects in image, written and electronic forms alike. The course may be completed in the historical collections of regional museums and in the collections of the National Institute, Archives and Museum of Military History.

2. Reading-comprehension, information processing, problem solving, interdisciplinarity.

3. The objective of the seminars is to teach students how to use sources, and make them aware of the possibilities and problems of interpretation through the analysis and thematic processing of the selected sources of the prehistoric and ancient Near East and Egypt. The sources of these periods are especially suitable for the presentation of the chronological characteristics of the appearance of the different types of sources (objects, images and other sources) as well as the methodology of their complex investigation. The objective of the course is to deepen a historiographic approach in the students in which in addition to the use and study as source base of written texts, image representations and objects also play an important role. Through such a complex analysis of sources, students are made aware of the potentials of the use of the different source types in historical investigation. In addition to historical analysis, the methods of archeology, iconography, iconology and literary criticism are also applied.

	Competences (1–2.) and course description (3):

1. Approaches and research methods of different disciplines, reading-comprehension, information processing, integration of extracurricular skills, independent acquisition of knowledge. 

2. Management of teaching materials, teaching aids, information sources and digital materials; illustration; presenting sources, new infocommunication technologies.

3. Building on the BA courses in auxiliary sciences, the course primarily focusses on written historical sources from the Middle and Modern Ages, and the image representations of historical phenomena, personalities and events (historical iconography). Students get acquainted with the most important source types as well as the characteristics (language, paleography, teaching of writing, etc.) of the literature from government and other authorities, organs (church institutions, chancery, legal authorities, etc.) and individuals issuing the different sources.  In addition to the investigation of official and private language use (Latin and German as lingua francas, national language, mother tongue and liturgical language), and the relationship between language and writing, the course also covers the issues of knowledge of writing or alphabetisation. Very important topics are the history of the printing press and book publishing, the classification of prints and their roles in historical science. Concerning the field of historical iconography, after the presentation of the main characteristics of the different styles and artistic trends and the basics of the most important genres (painting, plastic art, reproduced graphics, drawing, etc. including works of photography, film, the media and the internet), the course deals with the problems of the representation, illustration and popularisation of history, underlining the decisive role of source criticism in the field of both historical science and the representation of history.

Annex 5:  Glossary of Terms
GLOSSARY OF TERMS USED IN THE TUNING PROJECT

(Revised version; November 2006)

ASSESSMENT

The total range of methods used to evaluate the learner’s achievement in a course unit or module. Typically, these methods include written, oral, laboratory, practical tests/exam marks, projects, performances and portfolios. The evaluations may be used to enable the learners to evaluate their own progress and improve on previous performance (formative assessment) or by the institution to judge whether the learner has achieved the learning outcomes of the course unit or module (summative assessment). 
See also: Continuous Assessment/Criterion Referenced Assessment

ASSESSMENT CRITERIA

Descriptions of what the learner is expected to do and to what level, in order to demonstrate that a learning outcome has been achieved and to what extent. The criteria are usually related to the cycle and/or level descriptors for the module being studied in the discipline concerned. They are normally presented to the students in course catalogues or similar documentation along with the intended learning outcomes, syllabus, etc., at the beginning of the course unit.

COHORT or CLASS

A group of students that started a particular degree programme or course at the same time.

COMPETENCES

Competences represent a dynamic combination of cognitive and metacognitive skills, knowledge and understanding, interpersonal, intellectual and practical skills, and ethical values. Fostering these competences is the object of all educational programmes. Competences are developed in all course units and assessed at different stages of a programme. Some competences are subject-area related (specific to a field of study), others are generic (common to any degree course). It is normally the case that competence development proceeds in an integrated and cyclical manner throughout a programme.

CONTACT HOUR

A period of 45-60 minutes of teaching/learning activity in which a staff member is engaged face to face with a learner or group of learners.

CONTINUING PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT/EDUCATION

Continuing professional development (CPD) is the means by which people at work maintain, improve and broaden their knowledge and skills and develop the personal qualities required in their professional lives. Some may wish to do this through undertaking a complete further degree programme, while others may opt to take specific modules or course units appropriate to their learning and professional interests. 
See also: Lifelong Learning.
CONTINUOUS ASSESSMENT

A system of assessment in which work is assessed throughout the programme or course unit and does not rest on a final exam mark. Marks achieved often contribute to a final overall mark the final assessment total for the student, either for the unit, the year of study or for the programme.

CONVERGENCE

Convergence involves the voluntary recognition and adoption of general policies for the achievement of common goals. Convergence in the architecture of national educational systems is pursued in the Bologna process. The Tuning project seeks to identify points of convergence while recognizing and sharing knowledge about the variety of practice with broad agreed frameworks

COURSE

Often used as a synonym for programme or course unit. Tuning has adopted the term programme to designate a complete programme of study leading to a degree, and course unit for smaller units of structured teaching and learning in such a programme.

COURSE UNIT

A self-contained, formally structured learning experience. It should have a coherent and explicit set of learning outcomes, expressed in terms of competences to be obtained, and appropriate assessment criteria. Course units can have different numbers of credits, although it is recommended that units carry a uniform number of credits or a multiple thereof. These units, with thesis work and work placements where appropriate, are the building blocks of programmes.

COURSEWORK

Coursework refers to the required - normally assessed - learning activities within a course unit or module.

CREDITS
The ‘currency’ used to measure student workload in terms of the time required to achieve specified learning outcomes. It enables staff and students to assess the volume and level of learning, based on the achievement of learning outcomes and the associated workload measured in time. Credits can be awarded to a learner in recognition of the verified achievement of designated outcomes at a specific level through work based learning or prior learning as well as through coursework. Credits cannot normally be lost once achieved, although in particular circumstances an institution can lay down that credits must have been awarded within a certain timeframe to be recognized as part of the study programme. This will be the case in subject areas where knowledge and skills are subject to rapid change, e.g. Informatics, Medicine, etc. 
See also Student Workload and Intended Learning Outcomes.

CREDITS ACCUMULATION

Credits accumulation is the process of collecting credits for learning within degree programmes. In a credits accumulation system a specified number of credits must be obtained in order to complete successfully a study programme or part thereof, according to the requirements of the programme. Credits are awarded and accumulated only when the successful achievement of the required learning outcomes is confirmed by assessment. Learners can use the credits accumulation system to transfer or ‘cash in’ credits achieved from work-based learning/different programmes within and between educational institutions. Credits are also transferable between programmes in the same institution, between different institutions within the same country, or internationally (often with certain limits about the proportion of the total that can be transferred).

The process allows learners to study individual units and modules without immediately achieving an academic award, and also allows for the award of interim awards where students do not complete a full programme leading to the award of a degree. In every case it is the Institution that will award the degree that decides which credits earned elsewhere can be accepted as part of the work required for the degree.

CREDITS LEVEL

An indicator of the relative demands of learning and of learner autonomy in a given course unit or module. It is typically based on the complexity and depth of learning and is sometimes associated with the year of study (e.g. level 1/2/3 over a three year programme), or the type of course content. (e.g. Basic/Intermediate/Advanced).

CRITERION-REFERENCED ASSESSMENT

In this form of assessment particular outcomes, i.e. knowledge, understanding, skills, abilities and/or attitudes are specified as criteria for ‘passing’ the assessment. Criterion-referenced assessment can be associated with the desired and/or ‘threshold minimum’ of the learning outcome to be achieved. In norm referenced assessment learners are evaluated in relation to one another, usually within their cohort. The latter system of assessment, alone, is not compatible with competence based curricula.

CYCLES

All European higher education qualifications are located within three cycles. One of the objectives indicated in the Bologna Declaration was the “adoption of a system based on two main cycles, undergraduate and graduate.” Doctoral studies are now included in the Bologna structure and referred to as the third cycle.

CYCLE (LEVEL) DESCRIPTORS

Generic statements of the broad expected outcomes of each of the three cycles. A good example of general cycle (level) descriptors are the so-called Dublin Descriptors, which have been developed by a group of experts, the Joint Quality Initiative. (JQI). These descriptors have served as one of foundations (along with ECTS) for the Framework For Qualifications Of The European Higher Education Area. See also Dublin Descriptors, European Qualifications Framework and Level Descriptors

DEGREE

A formal qualification awarded by a higher education institution after successful completion of a prescribed study programme. In a credits accumulation system the programme is completed through the accumulation of a specified number of credits awarded for the achievement of a specific set of learning outcomes.

DEGREE PROFILE

A description of the character of a degree programme or qualification. This description gives the main features of the programme which are based on the specific aims of the programme, how it fits into the academic map of disciplines or thematic studies and how it relates to the professional world. Deciding to institute a new degree profile should normally be the outcome of a process of analyzing the needs of society combined with those of the specific subject area as well as the financial and personnel means which can be made available to establish the programme.

DIPLOMA SUPPLEMENT

The Diploma Supplement is an annex to the official qualification documentation which is designed to provide more detailed information on the studies completed according to an agreed format which is internationally recognised. For reasons of transparency and comparability it is important that this format, which has been drawn up by the European Commission, Council of Europe and UNESCO/CEPES, be followed exactly.

DOCTORATE or DOCTORAL DEGREE

A qualification awarded after completion of third cycle study. It includes a substantial amount of original research work which is normally presented in a thesis.

DUBLIN DESCRIPTORS

The Dublin Descriptors provide very general statements of typical expectations of achievements and abilities associated with awards that represent the end of a Bologna cycle. General level descriptors have been developed for the ‘short cycle within the first cycle’ and the first, second and third cycle. The descriptors consist of a set of criteria, phrased in terms of competence levels, which enables to distinguish in a broad and general manner between the different cycles. The following five sets of criteria are distinguished:

• Acquiring knowledge and understanding

• Applying knowledge and understanding

• Making informed judgements and choices

• Communicating knowledge and understanding

• Capacities to continue learning

The Dublin descriptors have been developed by an international group of experts, which has named itself the

Joint Quality Initiative (JQI). The work of the JQI and Tuning is considered complementary by both parties.

ECTS (European Credits Transfer and Accumulation System)

ECTS is a learner-centred credits system based on the student workload required to achieve the objectives of a programme of study and on the principle that 60 credits constitute the workload of a full-time student during one academic year. The student workload of a full-time study programme in Europe represents in most cases a student workload of around 1500 to 1800 hours per year. Credits are allocated on the basis of an official plan. If a study programme officially exceeds the normal length of an academic year more credits can be allocated. This might be the case for programmes at second cycle level. A ‘full calendar year’ programme designed to require 50 to 52 weeks of full-time study (no summer holidays) might have credits up to 75 depending on the learning outcomes and associated workload. As well as being a system for facilitating the mobility of students across Europe through credits accumulation and transfer, ECTS can also facilitate programme design and development, particularly in respect of overseeing the demands on students of concurrent course units.

EUROPEAN QUALIFICATIONS FRAMEWORK

A European Qualifications Framework (EQF) is an overarching framework that makes transparent the relationship between European national (and/or sectoral) educational frameworks of qualifications and the qualifications they contain. It is an articulation mechanism between national frameworks. At present two European Qualifications Frameworks exist. One focuses on Higher Education and has been initiated as part of the Bologna Process, the other focuses on the whole span of education and has been initiated by the European Commission. The first framework is named A Framework for Qualifications of the European Higher Education Area, abbreviated as EQF. The second extends across all areas including that of higher education and is called European Qualifications Framework for Lifelong Learning, abbreviated as EQF for LLL.

The EQF for HE, adopted by the 45 countries participating in the Bologna Process, is a system that aims to:

• Enable learners (citizens, employers, etc.) across Europe to understand the full range and

relationship between the various national, local and regional European higher education

qualifications

• Promote access, flexibility, mobility, collaboration, transparency, recognition and integration (links) within, and between, European higher education systems. 

Defend diversity, in the content and delivery of educational programmes and therefore national, local, regional and institutional academic autonomy. Improve the competitiveness and efficiency of European higher education

See also National Framework of Qualifications.

EXAM MARK (EXAM)

Generally a formal written or oral test taken at set points (e.g. end of a semester or term, mid-semester or term) or at the end of a programme, module or course unit.

EVALUATION

Evaluation of teaching and academic studies in a subject or department and the related degree programmes. comprises all those activities which aim at assessing quality and fitness for purpose and of purpose. Strengths and weaknesses of education and training can be identified by stocktaking, analysis and proposals formulated to ensure the sustainability of quality. Evaluation may be carried out through both internal and external procedures. Internal evaluation comprises the systematic collection of administrative data and obtaining feedback from staff, students and graduates, as well as holding structured conversations with lecturers and students. External evaluation may include visits by a review team to the department in order to review the quality of the academic studies and teaching, the use of external examiners, external accreditsation, etc. A significant element in enhancing quality is ensuring that internal and external procedures are used to improve student learning.

FIRST CYCLE DEGREE

A higher education qualification awarded after successful completion of first cycle studies which, according to the Bologna Declaration, should normally last a minimum of three years or 180 ECTS credits.

GRADE/MARK

Any numerical or qualitative measure, based on well-defined criteria, which is used to describe the results of assessment in an individual module or course unit or in a complete study programme.

HIGHER EDUCATION

Higher education applies to academic programmes of study that may be entered by students holding either an appropriate school leaving certificate from an upper secondary school or other relevant professional qualifications or approved prior learning and/or prior experience. Providers may be universities, universities of professional studies, higher education institutions, colleges, polytechnics etc.

INTENDED LEARNING OUTCOMES

Intended learning outcomes are statements – made by the academic staff – of what a learner is expected to know, understand and/or be able to demonstrate after completion of a process of learning. Learning outcomes must be accompanied by appropriate assessment criteria which can be used to judge whether the expected learning outcomes have been achieved. Learning outcomes, together with assessment criteria, specify the requirements for the award of credits, while grading is based on attainment above or below the requirements for the award of credits. Credits accumulation and transfer is facilitated if clear learning outcomes are available to indicate with precision the achievements for which the credits will be awarded.

LEVELS

Levels are understood to be a series of sequential steps to be taken by the learner (within a development continuum) expressed in terms of a range of generic outcomes, within a given programme.

LEVEL DESCRIPTORS

A level descriptor is a statement that provides an indication of the depth and extent of learning expected at a specific stage in a programme. They are a guide to the kind of demands or expectations it is appropriate to make of learners at each of the designated levels within a programme. The descriptors guide the learner, teacher and curriculum with respect to the complexity, relative demand and learner autonomy. These general descriptors can be applied to specific subject disciplines and ways of learning. Level descriptors are useful for curriculum design, assignment of credits, validation, guidelines for recognition of learning from experience and of non formal learning and for staff development.

MODULE

The term module has different meanings in different countries. In some it means a course unit; in others a module is a group of course units. For clarity, In Tuning the ECTS definition is used: A module is defined as a course unit in a system in which each course unit carries the same number of credits or a multiple thereof.

See also Course Unit.
NATIONAL FRAMEWORK OF QUALIFICATIONS

A national framework of qualifications is a single description, at national level or level of an educational system, which is internationally understood. The framework describes all qualifications awarded in the system considered and relates them to each other in a coherent way. One very clear example is that of the Republic of Ireland http://www.nqai.ie/en/

OPTIONAL COURSE UNIT

A course unit or module that may be chosen as part of a study programme but is not compulsory for all students. Some systems distinguish between electives (i.e. course units chosen from a pre-defined list) and completely free optional course units.

QUALIFICATION

Any degree, diploma or other certificate issued by a competent authority attesting the successful completion of a recognized programme of study.

QUALIFICATION DESCRIPTORS

Generic statements of the outcomes of study for a qualification. They provide clear points of reference that describe the main outcomes of a qualification, as defined in the National Frameworks, and make clear the nature of change between levels.

REFERENCE POINTS

Non-prescriptive indicators that permit the comparison of degree programmes in particular at subject area level. .

RESIT EXAM MARK (EXAM)

Students who have not been able to take or who have not passed an exam mark or assessment on the first date scheduled may be offered the opportunity to take a resit exam mark or assessment at a later date. Where a resit exam mark is offered, the candidate is deemed to have passed or failed the exam mark after the results of the resit are known.

SECOND CYCLE DEGREE

This is a higher education qualification awarded after the successful completion of second cycle studies that may involve some research work. It is often referred to as a Master’s degree. A student normally takes it after completion of a first degree.

STUDENT WORKLOAD

The time (expressed in hours) that it is expected that an average learner (at a particular cycle/level) will need to spend to achieve specified learning outcomes. This time includes all the learning activities in which the student is required to carry out (e.g. lectures, seminars, practical work, private study, professional visits, exam marks).

STUDY PROGRAMME

An approved set of modules or course units recognized for the award of a specific degree, which should be defined through the set of learning outcomes, expressed in terms of competences, to be achieved in order to obtain the specified credits.
SUPERVISOR

Member of academic staff of the University who monitors the progress of a Doctoral candidate, provides advice and guidance, and may be involved in assessing the Thesis. 
See also Thesis.

TEACHING & LEARNING METHODS

A wide range of teaching techniques are used in universities. The set of teaching techniques strongly depends on the instructional form of education (face to face education, education by correspondence or distance education). The Tuning consultation revealed the following list (which is far from exhaustive):
• Lectures

• Seminar (small group teaching)

• Tutorials

• Research seminar

• Exercise classes or courses

• Workshops (classroom based practical classes)

• Problem-solving classes

• Laboratory teaching

• Demonstration classes

• Placement (internship/traineeship)

• Work based practice

• Fieldwork

• Distance learning (which may be paper based or ICT based)

• e-learning (which maybe entirely on-line or 'blended' using other techniques and learning environments)

Such lists are indicative only, and are really a list of categories of teaching activity, since how each is undertaken may vary widely not only between academics but within the everyday practice of any one academic, depending on the focus of the teaching and the intended learning outcomes for the students.As with teaching, a wide range of learning activities are used in universities. The following (inevitably partial) list of commonly used learning activities gives some idea of the richness that is possible teaching and learning.

• Attending lectures, seminars and tutorials, laboratory sessions

• Participating in problem solving classes

• Note-taking

• Conducting searches for relevant materials in libraries and on-line

• Surveying literature

• Reading and studying texts or other material

• Summarizing

• Conducting increasingly complex research/independent projects or group projects

• Practising technical, mathematical or laboratory skills

• Practising professional skills (e.g. in Nursing, Medicine, Teaching)

• Researching and writing papers, reports, dissertations of increasing difficulty (in terms of size and complexity of the material)

• Working with other students to co-produce a report/design/answer to a problem

• Preparing and making oral presentations, either in groups or individually

• Making constructive criticism of the work and others, and using the criticism of others productively

• Chairing and participating usefully in meetings (of seminar groups, for example)

• Leading or being collaborative members of teams.
THESIS

A formally presented written report, based on independent research/enquiry/project work, which is required for the award of a degree (generally a first or a second degree or a doctorate). It may also be called a dissertation.

TUNING PROJECT

Tuning Educational Structures in Europe is a university driven project which aims to offer a universal approach to implement the Bologna Process at higher education institutional and subject area level. The Tuning approach contains a methodology to (re-)design, develop, implement and evaluate study programmes for each of the Bologna cycles. Furthermore, Tuning serves as a platform to develop reference points which are based on learning outcomes expressed in terms of competences. Tuning distinguishes generic and subject specific competences. The project is developing cycle (level) descriptors for a growing number of subject areas. Launched in 2000 and supported, financially and morally, by the European Commission, it covers now the vast majority of the Bologna signatory states, including the Ukraine and since 2006 the Russian Federal Republic. A comparable project has been set up in 2003 for 18 countries in Central- and South-America: Tuning América Latina. It is financially supported by the European Commission in the framework of the Alfa-project.

8 Information on the Hungarian Higher Education System

Within the framework of the Bologna Process the gradual transition from a pre-Bologna higher
education system resulting in Egyetemi oklevél (university—leve\ degree) or Féiskolai oklevél (
collegelevel degree) to 2 higher education system based on three consecutive cycles started in
2004 in Hungaty. At the timé of drafting this Diploma Supplement pre-Bologna and Bologna -
type programmes fuft parallel

This desceiption presents the Bologna - type training, and was prepared in 2008 for diplomas
awarded within the Bologna-type system.

"This description presents the higher education system existing before the introduction of the
Bologna - type training, and was prepared for diplormas awarded within the pre-Bologna systet.

8.1 Types of Institutions and Institutional Control

The establishment and operation of higher education institutions are regulated by the 2005 Higher
Education Act. Operating within the legal framework of the Higher Education Act, Hungarian higher
cducation institutions are autoNOMOUS, state-recognised, state Of non-state (church or private)
institutions. The state-recognised institutions ar& Listed in the Annex of the Higher Education Act.
“Thete are two types of higher education institutions, egyetem (oniversity) and Toiskola (college). Both
universities and colleges may offer coutses in all three cycles. A university is 2 higher education
institution that s eligible to pro ide Master courses in at least two0 fields of study, and to offer
Doctorate coutse as well as 10 confer Doctoral degrees. The rules applying to universities offering
coutses in the field of art of religious education are different from the aforementioned.

8.2 Types of Programmes and Degtees Awarded

The consecutive training cycles of the higher education leading to a higher education degree are
alapképzés (Bachelor coutse), mestesképzés (Master course) and doktori képzés (Doctotate coutse).
Bachelor and Master cousses ate tanght in consecutive cycles, in the form of divided training, or in
cases specified by law in the form of undivided, one-tier training.

1n addition to the aforementioned, higher education institutions may conduct highe-level vocational

training and postgraduate specialist training, 2s well as can offer adult education within the framework

of lifelong learning.
Higher education institutions apply a ctedit system based on the European Credit Transfer System.

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3.3 Approval/Accreditation of Ptogrmnes and Degrees ] )

A higher education institution may launch Bachelor and Master courses after having obtained the
consent thereto in the expert opinion of the Hungarian Accreditation Committee of Higher Education,
and following the central registration of the given coutse. In the case of each Bachelor and Master
course, the law determines the programme and graduation requirements, thus, all the knowledge and
competencies whose acquisition is the precondition for the diploma to be awarded in respect to the
given programme. oy " . .

The launching of Doctorate courses is within the powers of the universities, having obtained the
consent thereto in the expert opinion of the Hungatian Accreditation Committee of Higher Education
and having fulfilled other conditions prescribed by law.

It is the task of the Hungarian Accreditation Committee of Higher Education to authorize and assess
the quality of education and scientific activities of the higher education institutions. The Hungarian
Accreditation Committee of Higher Education once in every eight years examines in which field of
study, discipline of science and at what level of training does an institution fulfil accreditation
requirements in respect of lecturers and infrastructure. The assessment also extends to examine the
adequacy of the institutional quality development scheme. Within the framework of programme
accreditation the Hungarian Accreditation Committee of Higher Education examines the institutional
programme curricula, the fulfilment of programme and graduation requitements, as well as the
adequacy of the lecturers’ qualifications and the quality of the infrastructure in respect to the given
ptogramme.

8.4 Organisation of Studies

Students studying in Bachelor and Master courses complete their studies by passing a final
examination. The final examination may consist of the defence of the degree thesis, and additional oral,
written or practical examinations,

8.4.1 Integrated “Long” (One-tier) Programmes

An undivided one-tier programme resulting in mesterfokozat (Master degree) is a training with the
length of 10-12 semesters, requiting the completion of 300-360 credits. Besides religious education and
some programmes of ats, the following programmes are conducted within one-tier Master courses:
veterinary medicine, architecture, dentistry, pharmaceutics, law and medicine.

8.4.2 Fitst/Second Degtee Programmes (Two-tier)

The first higher education degree is the alapfokozat (Bachelor degree) along with a professional
qualification. A Bachelor course requires gaining 180-240 credits. The length of the programme is 6-8
semesters.

The second higher education degree is the mesterfokozat (Master degree) along with a professional
qualification. Built on a Bachelot course Master courses require gaining 60-120 credits. The length of
the programme is 2-4 semesters.

8.5 Specialised Graduate Studies

Higher education institutions may also offer szakiranyd tovibbképzés (postgraduate specialist training)
for Bachelor and Master degree holders. Through the completion of 60-120 credits a specialised
ualification can be obtained. Students complete their studies by passing a final examination. The
leagth of the programme is 2-4 semesters.

8.6 Doctorate
Built on a Master course and a Master degree the doktori képzés (Doctorate course) requires gaining at
least 180 credits. The length of the programme is 6 semesters. Following a Doctorate cousse, in a
Sepatate degree awarding procedre, the scientific degree “Doctor of Philosophy” (abbreviation: PhD),
Oria art education “Doctor of Liberal Asts” (abbreviation: DLA) may be awarded.

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8.7 Grading Scheme

"The assessment of knowledge is generally carried out according to a five-grade scale: excellent (5),
good (4), satisfactoty (3), pass (2), and fall (1) or 2 three-grade scale: excellent (5), satisfactory (3), fail
(1). Nevertheless, higher education instirutions may also use other systems for assessing if they are
comparable to those mentioned above.

8.8 Access to Higher Education

The number of students admitted to higher education is limited. Applicants’ ranking is based on their
secondary school grades and their érettségi vizsga (secondaty school leaving examination) results or
based solely on the latrer, considering the interest of the applicant. The requirement for admission to
Bachelor and undivided one-tiet Master courses is the secondary school leaving examination taken — as
2 tule — after the completion of the 12¢h grade of 4 secondary school, certified by Erettségi
bizonyitviny (secondary school leaving certificate). The admission to certain programmes is based on
an additional aptitude test or 2 practical examination. To Master courses students can be admitted if
they possess Féiskolai oklevél (college-level degree) or Egyetemi oklevél (university-level degree) ora
Bachelor degree. To postgraduate specialist training students can be admitted if they possess collegeor
university-level degree, or a Bachelor or 2 Master degree. Only applicants with university-level

degree or Master degree may be admitted to Doctorate courses. Higher education institutions may set
additional requirements for admission to Master, postgraduate specialist and Doctorate courses.
